We enroll pre-k children as young as 4 years old through current 6th grade students.

Due to the incredibly high demand for enrollment we do not offer these options.

A family style lunch is provided each day as  part
of the cost of camp.   Snacks will also be provided
throughout the day.

We have an incredible aquatics program that is led by an expert instructor.  Every day 
our pre-k through 2nd grade campers will spend 50 minutes in the pool receiving lessons 
that are appropriate for their ability level.  Our 3rd grade campers will each spend 5 of 
the 10 days in the pool, while our 4th-6th grade campers will take part in activities that do 
not include swimming. 

We are always evolving and advancing our offerings at Burr Oak.  These offerings will 
change from session to session, but may also change week to week.  Our goal is to provide 
our campers  with a valuable experience that not only highlights social interaction, but 
places an emphasis on physical activity, problem solving, and creative engagement.

Some  of our offerings  include outdoor education, cycling,
golf and putt-putt, coding, art, and reading.

Each of our individual age/gender groupings are limited to 15 campers.  While we offer
multiple groupings at each age/gender level we keep the individual numbers small in order
to maximize the engagement and interaction that makes Burr Oak so special.
